Bush Expected to Veto 'Hate Crimes’ Bill

(CNSNews.com) - President Bush looks likely to veto a "hate crimes" bill under debate in the U.S.
House of Representatives on Thursday if it is approved by Congress. Conservatives quickly responded
by thanking the president for upholding "our nation's constitutional tradition of equal protection under
the law." "The administration favors strong criminal penalties for violent crime, including crime based on
personal characteristics, such as race, color, religion or national origin," according to a statement
released by the Executive Office of the President, and forwarded by Concerned WWomen for America.
"However, the administration believes that H.R. 1592 is unnecessary and constitutionally questionable,"
the release stated. "If H.R. 1592 were presented to the president, his senior advisors would recom-
mend that he veto the bill."

President Bush said Thursday in comments marking the National Day of Prayer. Speaking at the White
House, he quoted America's first president, George Washington: "lt's the duty of all nations to
acknowledge the providence of Almighty God, to obey his will, to be grateful for his benefits, and to
humbly implore his protection and favor." "For two centuries," Bush said, "Americans have answered
this call to prayer. We're a prayerful nation. | believe that makes us a strong nation." The president said
Americans pray "to give thanks for the blessings the Almighty has bestowed upon us," for the strength
to follow God's will "and for forgiveness when we fail to do so," to acknowledge God's sovereignty, and

In
1983, he was tabbed All-SEC
after hauling in 31 aerials for 468
yards and five scores. Jones set
a career high with 135 receiving
yards in Alabama’s 31-16 victory
at Penn State in 1981. He was
later selected to Alabama’s All-
Decade Team for the 1980s.??

A native of Mobile, Ala., and a
Murphy High School product,
Jones and his wife, Elise, have 3
children: Joe 20, Jake 18 and
Caroline 11.

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Movie Review — Spider-Man Fights His Dark Side

CBN.com - Spider-
Man 3 hurls Peter Parker
into a tale of epic battles, &
one of the most impor-
tant being within himself. The ultimate struggle is between his sin-
ful desires and doing what's heroic and for the good of mankind.

In this latest movie, Peter’s pride opens him up to a darkness
that soon envelops him. A powerful black substance attaches itself
to Peter enhancing his strength and agility. It tempts him with
greater power than he's ever had before.

Peter Parker: The suit... where'd this come from... the power...
feels good... if you lose yourself to it.

That's where the danger lies for Peter. When he succumbs to it,
the suit magnifies darkness already in his soul. His fleshly hunger
for revenge compels him to allow this outside force to control his
life.

In the same way, each of the Spider-Man 3 villains must decide
to be good or evil.

“When Spider-Man wears the black suit, the suit begins to take
on the imprint and abilities of Spider-Man,” says producer Grant
Curtis.

It's the perfect picture of how sin can alter a person. Spider-Man
is everything good natured and yet his human response is to give in
to temptation. \We realize sin causes us all — even our heroes — to
stumble.

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Peter's desire for revenge brought an evil into his heart that
almost destroyed his life. Venom is the opposite of all that is good
in Spider-Man.

“While Venom and Sandman don’t have a direct connection,
they're mutually exclusive,” says Thomas Haden Church, who plays
the granular villain. “They kind of suffer from the same problem —
as does Spider-Man with the black suit.”

The only thing they can control is their own free will. It's a God-
given freedom that offers us the chance to be great and do what's
right.

"[Spider-Man’s] not just the hero. They're not just the villains.
They're all human
beings. [Spider-Man]
himself might have
some sin within him and
the other human beings,
the ones he calls crimi-
nals, have humanity
within them,"” director Sam Raimi says. “...the best we can do in
this world is to not strive for vengeance, but for forgiveness.”

These comic book characters are human at their very core.

At first, Peter “considers himself a hero and a sinless person
versus these villains that he nabs,” Raimi says. But, he soon real-
izes that he's self-righteous attitude doesn’t exempt him from hav-
ing to resist sin. The beauty of this story is that it shadows real
life. There are always second chances. Just as God gives us all
another opportunity to turn from sin, Peter, Eddie, and Flint are
given the occasion to make things right.

The Killing of John Lennon

When | told people that | was going to see a movie called The
Killing of John Lennon, no one asked me the inevitable follow-up
question: “What is it about?” It's pretty obvious that the title gives
a good indication of what the movie's plot was going to be. But
what | found is a movie that starts out as a riveting trip inside the
mind of a killer, but ends up being a drawn-out history lesson that
needs some re-editing, for more reasons than just length. (Tribeca
Film Festival New York)

In the movie, written and directed by veteran British filmmaker
Andrew Piddington, we follow Lennon'’s assassin, Mark David
Chapman, as he travels from Honolulu to New York, intent on killing
a man who he felt was a “phony.” Chapman’s life in Hawaii isn't
great — while he seems happily married, he has a floozy mom and
no seeming direction in his life — and his psychosis isnt helping; in
fact, it's making him withdraw from society. He becomes fascinat-
ed with desperate characters and starts to think he's the second
coming of Holden Caufield of Catcher in the Rye. He reads about
Lennon’s wealth and determines that he needs to kill the former
Beatle. The rest of the movie shows his trips to New York to stalk
the former Beatle in front of his home at the Dakota, the act, and
the aftermath.

Jonas Ball, in his first movie role,
plays Chapman in all his massive-avia-
tor-glasses glory, playing the calculating
madman as a combination of Napoleon
Dynamite and Travis Bickle. He shows
Chapman to be as creepily human as
the next person in most of the narrative
scenes, while in scenes that are more
stream-of-consciousness, he effectively
conveys the internal meltdown an
already unstable Chapman was experi-
encing. :
Indeed, the scenes leading up to and including the killing are
well-done, taking the viewer inside Chapman’s head and building
tension toward an event that everyone knows is coming. He effec-
tively uses home-movie flashbacks and other devices to show what
Chapman’s thinking at a particular time.

Unfortunately, after the killing is where the movie gets bogged
down. We see Chapman give interviews, we see him tell people
that he performed the murder in order to promote Catcher, we even
see him get a prison exorcism. After the climax of Lennon’s murder,
the half-hour or so of the aftermath just feels like a long wrap-up.
Another big problem with the film is some glaring anachronisms in
the scenes where Chapman walks around New York.

Celebrate

Antonio Hicks, a senior at
Wenonah High School, does the
same thing every Saturday
morning. Ever since the first
Saturday morning his grand-
mother dropped him off at the
Kids in Divine Service (KIDS)
Christian Music Center, he has
found himself coming back to
the ministry. Not even ACT's
could keep him away from his
routine of ten years.

Hicks, 18, has since learnt
how to play various instruments
like piano, saxophone, violin and
drums. This fall, he is bound for
Alabama A&M University on a
band scholarship, thanks to
skills he has learned in the pro-
gram.

Hicks attends a ministry for
inner city children ran by the
Tabernacle of Praise in
Birmingham'’s North side near
Legion Field. The ministry is a
musical program for ages five
and above, where children learn
how to play various instruments
as well as voice training.

“We expose them to whole-
some music and a quality musi-
cal education to help them
grow, " said Pastor Daniel
Cason, director of the program..
Group and individual piano class-
es are available at the center, as
well as help with homework.

Cason started the program
ten years ago with his wife,
Gwendolyn Cason. They moved
from Cleveland, OH, where
Pastor Cason himself had
attended a similar program. His
vision was for a place where
young people would use their
talents and learn about God. His
inspiration was to teach the
gospel through music because
the most common genres of
music like rap and hip-hop do
not teach the gospel.

In the program, the students
learn how to play different
instruments like piano, saxo-

phone, drums and violin while
learning the gospel. Younger
children also play hand bells and
attend vocal classes for young
voices. Since the program start-
ed, Pastor Cason estimates that
he has influenced thousands and
thousands of kids

Gwendolyn Cason knows all
the students by name and gives
“active love" to all the partici-
pants. She hugs every student
that walks in to the program
every Saturday and encourages
them to work to succeed. She
said that she realized the home
environment sometimes does
not render itself to encourage-
ment and the young students
are often put down or lack the
finances.

To counter the negative influ-
ence, she encourages the young
people to rise above their sur-
roundings.

“Don't let nobody tell you
that you will not succeed,” She
said. “There is no limit put on
you unless you put one on your-
self. You don't have to be a sta-
tistic.”

The program reinforces the
need for proper character.
Sometimes the children watch
movies and hold discussions or
write essays on what they have
learned. One on one counseling
is available to anyone attending
the program. The ministry is
funded through donations and is
open to all children. Adults who
volunteer at the center are
required to have a Christian
background.

The ministry has several
ways for people to become
involved. They may donate
some gently used items such as
musical instruments and clothes
to the center. The soup kitchen
is also in need of volunteers to
prepare and serve meals to the
needy. Monetary donations are
also welcome as the center is in
the market for a van to transport
the children to various places.

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Alabama residents know more about
the Bible than most Americans.

MOBILE — Most Alabama resi-
dents say they have a religious
faith and a majority in a new poll
showed they have a basic
knowledge of the Bible.

For example, nearly 70 per-
cent of respondents to Mobile
Press-Register’s /University of
South Alabama survey correctly
named all four Gospels.

“They don't call it the Bible
Belt for nothing,” said Keith
Nicholls, a political scientist and
director of the USA Polling
Group, which conducted the
poll.

The poll showed Alabama
residents know more about the
Bible than most other
Americans.

Most Americans can't identi-
fy even one of the four Gospels,
according to polls cited by
Boston University professor
Stephen Prothero, who has
received national acclaim for his
recent book titled “Religious
Literacy: What Every American
Needs to Know — and
Doesn't.”

The Press-Register/USA tele-
phone poll of 404 adults
statewide had a margin of error
of b percentage points.

More than 70 percent of the
Alabama respondents knew the
location that the Bible identifies
as Jesus' birthplace —
Bethlehem.

Only 16 percent, however,
knew that President Bush was
making a reference to the bibli-
cal parable of the good
Samaritan when he cited the
Jericho Road in his first inaugu-
ral address.

ue with the program and inspire
the younger students. He is
grateful that the Casons taught
him self-discipline while he was
at the center. Hicks also has
fond memories of attending the
ministry.

“They give a whole lot of
love and treat you like you are
the only child,” he said.

Prothero was impressed by
the religious literacy that
Alabamians displayed, although
he noted it was something that
he might have expected.

Still, he said, he was trou-
bled that 30 percent of respon-
dents attributed Benjamin
Franklin's adage “God helps
those who help themselves” to
the Bible.

“It's not biblical,” he said. "I
mean it in two senses. One is
that it's not in the Bible, but the
other is that it's actually
opposed to the spirit of the
Bible. The biblical teaching, in
my view, is God helps those
who cannot help themselves.”

In Mobile, the Rev.
Christopher J. Viscardi, chairman
of the theology and philosophy
division at Jesuit-founded Spring
Hill College, said religious litera-
cy is a critical issue, given the
growth of religious extremism
globally.

“If we have certain illitera-
cies about our own tradition,
even much more so do we have
an illiteracy about other tradi-
tions,” he said. "It sets the
stage for facile misinterpreta-
tions and misunderstandings
and for taking what extremists
present as the accepted inter-
pretation of a particular religious
tradition.”

Cecil R. Taylor, dean of the
School of Christian Studies at
the Southern Baptist-affiliated
University of Mobile, said it
upsets him to know “how bibli-
cally illiterate even students
who come from Bible-believing,
Bible-teaching churches are.”

The plot involves the now cliche
fractured fairytale. In this go around the
wicked step mother of Cinderella steals

a magic wand that insures all the fairytales have a happy ending.
Naturally, she uses the wand to insure that there will be no more
happy ending (hence, “Happily Never After”). Our heroes include a
warthog, a ...well, thing, Cinderella herself (voiced by Sarah Michelle
Gellar), and a simple cook who is in love with Cinderella. Together they
must stop the wicked step mother, but can the cook convince
Cinderella that he is her hero and not Prince Charming?

Morally, the film is similar to “Shrek.” There is some potty humor,
but not as much as some in the genre. We are told that someone
“pees” in drinking glasses, someone’s “butt” is compared to a shop-
ping mall, there is the obligatory passing of gas, a diaper filled joke,
and a character fills his hat by blowing his nose.

The characters do not seek God's will, but are told to “go for”

Our hero, the cook, is sometimes not a very heroic, or even likable,
character. He seems selfish and uncaring. He only desires Cinderella,
and one wonders if he would ever have saved the kingdom had
Cinderella married Prince Charming. This is, therefore, a chance for
parents to discuss the subject of faith and trust with their child. Our
wishes are not always God's. If we seek “self-empowerment,” then it
is not God’s will we pursue with all our strength, but our own. This
can actually be self-defeating and harmful, if we do not seek God's

counsel.

What of the movie on a cinematic level | knew that “Happily
N'Ever After” is an interesting and fun diversion for an hour and a half.

Rabbi Daniel Lapin, president
of Toward Tradition, called on
people of faith to join in com-
memorating the Decalogue’s
influence on America’s spiritual
heritage.

Toward Tradition is the
ground-breaking coalition of
Jews, Christians and other
Americans united in fighting fun-
damental secularism and pro-
moting traditional faith-based
American principles of constitu-
tional and limited government,
the rule of law, representative
democracy, free markets, a
strong military, and a moral pub-
lic culture. As a group that
respects each other’s theologies
while focusing on common val-
ues, Toward Tradition has the
unique ability to fight anti-reli-
gious bigotry while advocating
for the future of America.

Rabbi Lapin told Family
News in Focus “What people
can do is encourage their pas-
tors to preach a sermon on the
Ten Commandments exclusive-
ly, and embrace them in your
family,”

Jay Sekulow, chief counsel
for the American Center for Law
and Justice, said ongoing bat-
tles over Ten Commandments
displays should not distract peo-
ple from considering how the
laws impact life.

“If you look at development
of law in the United States, the
court has said — even liberal
members of the Supreme Court
have said — that the Ten
Commandments has served as

a basis for the development of
law in Western Civilization,” he
said. “You go to the courts of
the United States, whether it's
the Supreme Court or the dis-
trict courts, there's depictions of
the Ten Commandments and
people have to ask, ‘Why is
that?’ That's because it's a foun-
dational guidepost for the estab-
lishment for the rule of law.”

Big Man on Campus

As the war against family val-
ues rages on, the Church can
take some comfort in knowing
that a fresh generation is report-
ing for duty. According to an arti-
cle in today’'s New York Times
there has been a surge of inter-
est in religion on college cam-
puses, and, particularly, in how it
affects politics. Professor Peter
Gomes of Harvard University
says, “There is probably more
active religious life now than
there has been in the last 100
years.” If former Yale President
Timothy Dwight were alive, he
would rejoice in the signs of a
Great Awakening akin to what
he sparked across campus in
the early 1800s. The grandson
of the great Jonathan Edwards,
Dwight noticed that the stu-
dents and faculty had drifted far
from the Christian faith on
which the university was found-
ed.

Coming soon “digital
schools”

The South Korean Minister for
Education confirms that starting from
next year text books and other didactic
resources will be digitalized. By 2013,
it will be extended to schools across
the country.

Seoul (AsiaNews) — the
South Korean government has
defined the old scholastic
method of “pen and paper” as
“obsolete” and has launched a
programme to “digitalize” edu-
cation, beginning next year and
becoming “100% " effective by
2013.

The Ministry for Education
yesterday confirmed that start-
ing from next year it twill pro-
vide schools with technological
material, above all digital text
books, which amalgamate
books, dictionaries and other
didactic resources.

According to ministerial
sources, the aim is to activate
this method in all national
schools including primary and
junior high schools. In order to
achieve this aim the ministry
has created a task force includ-
ing its own technicians and
those of other ministries such
as the Ministry of Science and
Technology, and the Ministry of
Commerce, Industry and
Energy.

In a press briefing, Education
Minister Kim Shin-il said “the
programme is founded on the
desire to meet the rapidly
changing face of education.

The textbooks will likely have to
be amended more often as soci-
ety is changing more rapidly, the
digital content is more conven-
ient than materials in such
cases”.

To facilitate consultation of
the digital texts, the ministry
plans to develop a portable ter-
minal for students to easily con-
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nect to their digital textbooks at
home as well as at school free
of charge. Thanks to this sys-
tem, texts and notes will be
made available from each com-
puter on line.

The plan foresees a gradual
introduction of the new didactic
devices. Next year they will be
put on trial in some experimen-
tal institutes, while between
2008 and 2011 they will be sup-
plied to 100 other schools.
From 2013 they will be adopted
nationwide.

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Israel Museum receives stone 'letter’

A 2,200-year-old Greek-inscribed stone block that provides
unique insight into the background to the Maccabean Revolt has
been unveiled at the Israel Musum in Jerusalem.

The newly deciphered stele apparently came from the area
between the Judean Hills and the
Mediterranean. It was uncovered
years ago but its historic content
was unknown until recently.

It presents new information
about Heliodorus, who, according
to the Second Book of
Maccabees, received orders to
seize the treasure in the Temple in
Jerusalem, but was driven from
the sanctuary by the miraculous
appearance of a fearsome horse-

man accompanied by two mighty youths.

The block, which is 80 cm. high, 58 cm. wide and 14 cm. thick,
documents a correspondence in ancient Greek between Heliodorus
and King Seleucus 1V, ruler of the Seleucid Empire from 187 to 175
BCE, in which Seleucus announces the appointment of an adminis-
trator to oversee the sanctuaries within the province that included
the Land of Israel.

"Taking the utmost consideration for the safety of our subjects,
and thinking it to be of the greatest good for the affairs in our realm
when those living in our kingdom manage their lives without fear,
and at the same time realizing that nothing can enjoy a fitting pros-
perity without the good will of the gods, we have given orders
from the outset that the sanctuaries founded in the other satrapies
receive the traditional honors with the care befitting them. But
since the affairs in Koile-Syria and Phoinike stand in need of the
appointment of someone to take care of these (i.e. sanctuaries),"
the Greek text on the stone block reads.

The appointment of an overseer of the sanctuaries - including
the Temple in Jerusalem - was intended to bring the province into
line with the rest of the Seleucid Empire.

The position included authority over the sanctuaries' revenues
and, above all, taxes due to the king, which was likely to have been
regarded by the Jews as an infringement of their religious autono-
my.

The episode recounted on the stone foreshadowed events yet
to come.

Less than 10 years later, in 169-168 BCE, the next Seleucid
king, Antiochus IV Epiphanes - best known from the story of
Hanukka - and his armies entered Jerusalem, massacred its inhabi-
tants, robbed the Temple treasury, and desecrated the Holy of
Holies.

The appointment recorded on the stele appears to mark the
beginning of Greek/Seleucid interference in Jewish religious affairs,
which eventually led to the outbreak of the Maccabean revolt in
167 BCE.

"The Heliodorus stele is one of the most important and reveal-
ing Hellenistic inscriptions from Israel," said James S. Snyder, direc-
tor of the Israel Museum. "It contextualizes the Second Book of
Maccabees and provides an independent and authentic source for
an important episode in the history leading up to the Maccabean
Revolt, whose victorious conclusion is celebrated each year during
the Jewish festival of Hanukka." The eight-day celebration com-
memorates the rededication of the Temple after the Maccabees'
victory over the armies of Antiochus IV over 2,100 years ago.

The large slab with a yellowish patina and a gabled top and
rosette still colored in red was lent to the museum by Jewish phi-
lanthropists Michael and Judy Steinhardt of New York, who
acquired it recently from a collector, curator David Mevorah said
Sunday. The exhibition marks the first public display of the
Heliodorus stele.

It is not known when the stone block was first found.

The writings on the stele were deciphered and interpreted by
Prof. Hannah Cotton-Paltiel of the Hebrew University of Jerusalem
and Prof. Michael Woerrle of the Commission for Ancient History
and Epigraphy at the German Archaeological Institute in Munich.

It will be on exhibit at the museum through June.
